AIChE-Chicago sponsored an award at the Future Cities contest.  A slide show of this event will be presented at tonight’s meeting.

There is one volunteer for the nominating committee so far.  The committee should be completed by the end of the month.  

The next YPAB event will be on March 5.  Tentatively, the topic is “To PE or Not to PE.”

A motion was passed asking Dennis O’Brien to investigate whether to add an Employment Coordinator.  This person would coordinate unemployed members and resumes.  Both the Boston and South Texas sections have such a position, although Boston’s is not staffed at this time.

A motion was passed to pay our dues to the Illinois Engineering Council this year.  However, it was questioned whether this organization makes a contribution to chemical engineering or to society.  There is a need to investigate whether our section should continue to be a member of the IEC.

Thiele Award nominations are needed.

A recruiter has asked to have the section send an e-mail with his information in it.  It was decided that this approach would give him special treatment that we have not provided to other advertisers.
